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[57] ABSTRACT

The present invention is a lens designed for implanta-
tion into the capsule of a human eye. The element form-
ing the optic component is provided with supporting
loops, the ends of which have been inserted into the
periphery of said element, through holes being pro-
vided in said periphery. The loops are securely an-
chored in two capsular pockets after affected portions
of the natural lens and a front part of the capsule, have
been removed.
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
