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ABSTRACT: A direct reading eye position and movement
monitor with a lens system for projecting images of the eyes of
the subject on a screen, a signal generator or transducer as-
sembly directed at the interface of two portions of the eyes
with distinctly different light reflecting properties, and a two-
channel recorder connected to the output of the transducer
assembly to record the separate output signals generated as a
result of movement of the eyes of the subject.
